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This week’s Twenty Questions 
features an interview with Hai-
leybury author Julie Colvin.
1. What is your full name? 

Julie Ann Colvin.
2. Where were you born? 

 Huntsville, Ontario.
3. What book have you written? 

A Cure for Emma - One Moth-
er’s Journey to Oz.
4. When is A Cure for Emma be-
ing launched?

 A Cure for Emma is available 
for sale now. The official launch 
begins with my first book signing 
event, which will be held at Chat 
Noir Books on October 13th be-
tween 4:30 and 6:30 pm.
5. Why did you write the book?

I began writing as a way to 
cope with the changes that were 
happening in our lives since my 
daughter’s diagnosis with type 1 
diabetes (T1). I then decided that 
writing a book could be an excel-
lent way to raise awareness and 
money towards the cure for T1.

I did not want to write a book 
solely about the ins and outs of 
this disease, however; this would 
make for a very dry read. So I 
wrote about the adventure of dis-
covery and healing I found myself 
on as I searched for a way to cure 
my daughter. This is a journey 
that I hope many will be intrigued 
and inspired by. 
6. How did you come to the re-
alization that your daughter had 
Type 1 diabetes?

We were out for a swim when I 
noticed Emma (then 7 years old), 
was looking extremely thin. I 
could actually see the definition of 
her spine poking through her skin. 
Over the next week or so I bulked 
up her meals thinking maybe she 
was having a growth spurt, but 
the more she ate, the thinner she 
became. Her drinking increased 
dramatically each day. She would 
bring four or five cups of water 
up to bed at night. I decided to 
bring her into our family doctor 
after she had an accident and wet 
the bed, something she had never 
done before. Her symptoms were 
textbook diabetes. Once the diag-
nosis was made we had to drive to 
North Bay to get to a pediatrician 
who could help teach us how to 
keep Emma alive from that point 
on. 
7. Where are the book’s profits 
being donated?

I am donating 100 per cent of 
my net royalties for the first five 
months of sales or 5000 copies 
sold to Dr. Denise Faustman from 
Harvard Medical School. I will 
then be donating a smaller per-
centage of sales to T1 Cure Re-
search until the cure is found.

Dr. Faustmam is using an in-
expensive vaccine called BCG 
which has shown excellent results 
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in phase I of human clinical tri-
als for illuminating the “Killer T” 
cells, which are responsible for 
destroying the insulin producing 
beta cell of the pancreas. Once the 
“Killer T” cells are illuminated 
there has been evidence that the 
beta cells can regenerate and pro-
duce insulin again.

We brought Emma to Boston 
to provide blood samples for Dr. 
Faustman’s research and this is 
when I decided I would like to 
raise money for the Faustman 
Lab. I believe that Dr. Faustman 
has one of the most promising 
approaches to curing this disease 
and her lab is about to begin phase 
II of human clinical trials which is 
very exciting.
8. Why did you feel it was impor-
tant to advocate so strongly for 
T1?

 Being a medical imaging tech-
nologist fulfilled my need to help 
people get well. Combine this 
personal trait with the fierce deter-
mination of a mom to protect her 
child – there was no way I could 
avoid taking on this role. From the 
moment Emma was diagnosed, 
I searched for a way to take the 
burdens of this disease away from 
her. It’s how I’m wired. 
9. What special challenges have 
you faced along the way con-
cerning daily management?

Taking over the role of Emma’s 
pancreas has many challenges; 
the most obvious of which is the 
relentless 24/7 vigilance that must 
be maintained to avoid life threat-
ening high or low blood sugars, 
which can be all consuming with 
a husband who travels a great 
deal and little support otherwise.  
At least ten blood sugar checks 
every day are needed (including 
in the middle of the night) to help 
navigate through exercise, stress, 
growth spurts and illness. It is an 
exhausting disease for the main 
caregiver.

Carbohydrates need to be 
counted in everything that Emma 
eats, and even with the most deter-
mined efforts, unexpected prob-
lems still arise. Having an insulin 
pump has provided more freedom 
for Emma as far as eating and 
schedules are concerned. We are 
grateful to have had the opportu-
nity to use insulin pump therapy 
for Emma, thanks to government 
grants provided to children in On-
tario under the age of eighteen.
10. How is Emma’s health?

Emma is a vibrant, healthy 

thirteen-year-old. From the out-
side one would never know that 
Emma had a health concern. The 
problems of managing this disease 
can develop over time. Problems 
with kidneys, eyes, nerves and the 
heart are the more common or-
gans affected by type 1 diabetes. 
Maintaining a healthy lifestyle 
with lots of exercise and keeping 
ones “A1c Hemoglobin” (a blood 
test that calculates the average 
amount of glucose that has stuck 
to blood cells over a three month 
period) are priorities for us to re-
duce the risks of these complica-
tions in the future.
11. Is there a cure for T1?

Not yet. Type 1 diabetes is an 
autoimmune disease that destroys 
the insulin producing cells of the 
pancreas. It is a completely differ-
ent disease from type 2 diabetes. 
With type 1 diabetes the pancreas 
can no longer make insulin. Be-
fore insulin therapy was discov-
ered in 1922, T1 was a death sen-
tence. It’s important to note that 
although insulin keeps my daugh-
ter alive, it is not a cure.
12. How has the Colvin family’s 
life changed due to Emma’s di-
agnosis?

I worked tirelessly to try and 
keep the “Colvin’s” life un-
changed, especially for Emma. 
Despite my efforts, there were 
many changes for everyone; this 
is a disease that affects the whole 
family. I could no longer run my 
mobile ultrasound service for vet-
erinarians in Northern Ontario 
and became a full-time surrogate 
pancreas for Emma, which left 
the financial burdens of providing 
for our family solely on my hus-
band’s shoulders. Emma experi-
enced a great deal of stress trying 
to cope with painful injections ev-
ery day, and her younger brother,

Will, would often take a back seat 
to the dramas of this disease.

Within a year of Emma’s diag-
nosis, I began to learn many cop-
ing techniques to regain balance 
within our lives. These techniques 
guided me onto a new path as a 
“wellness facilitator.”
13. Were there special prob-
lems accessing medical care for 
Emma?

 Thankfully we live in Canada, 
one of the best countries in the 
world when it comes to health 
care. Supplies are extremely ex-
pensive and without a good ben-
efits package or government sub-
sidies for people under set salary 
ranges -- acquiring the supplies 
needed to deal with this disease 
are often a huge financial burden. 
In Third World countries this is 
tragically the case. The life expec-
tancy for a child in West Africa 
with type 1 diabetes is approxi-
mately two years, due to lack of 
accessible insulin and care.
14. How did your medical back-
ground help?

Being an ultrasound technolo-
gist for over ten years, I had many 
opportunities to point out the pan-
creas on the ultrasound screen to 
my patients. I understood what a 
pancreas was, all the organs in the 
body for that matter.

This obviously is a tremendous 
advantage when you are faced 
with a disease as complex as dia-
betes. I didn’t require an education 

on the physiology of diabetes, or 
how important it is to maintain 
good blood sugar control. I was 
on board with all of that right 
away. Even though I understood 
what we were up against, how-
ever, I was still completely over-
whelmed with the whole gravity 
of the situation and the grim real-
ity of taking over the role of my 
daughter’s pancreas.
15. What are the symptoms of 
T1 that parents should be aware 
of?

 The most obvious symptoms 
of type 1 diabetes include: ex-
treme thirst and frequent urina-
tion, extreme hunger, weight 
loss, fatigue, irritability, unusual 
behavior or blurred vision.
16. How has the Internet helped 
you in terms of raising aware-
ness of T1?

Living in a small town has made 
connecting with other T1 families 
difficult. It’s been an isolating ex-
perience for us. Discovering the 
online community introduced me 
to countless T1 Families around 
the world who were eager and 
willing to talk about the good 
days and the bad days dealing 
with T1. I quickly learned that I 
was not the only parent getting up 
every night to check my daugh-
ter’s blood sugar; that I was “nor-
mal”.  It’s an incredible support 
system. 

I did find initially that there 
was a great deal of negativity and 
loss of hope, regarding the future 

of a cure for T1, however. This is 
the reason I started the Facebook 
community: “T1 Diabetes Cure – 
Global Headquarters”, which is a 
forum for all of the top research-
ers and T1 families. I believe that 
sharing information and joining 
the T1 community with the sci-
entists working towards the cure, 
has brought a sense of hope and 
empowerment to many families 
online.
17. What causes T1?

Over the years almost every-
thing has been blamed for caus-
ing type 1 diabetes, including: 
cow’s milk, early introduction of 
cereal, absence of breast feeding, 
too much hygiene and too many 
vaccinations. The truth is, there 
hasn’t been a specific trigger 
identified, and perhaps it may be 
a combination of many of these 
factors. Hopefully scientists will 
sort this puzzle out soon.
18.  Is there a holistic approach 
to treat T1?

There are very effective holistic 
approaches towards controlling 
and even curing type 2 diabetes. 

As far as type 1 is concerned, 
holistic approaches can help pro-
vide more stability, but a per-
son cannot live without insulin. 
Type 1 diabetics no longer make 
enough insulin to survive; there-
fore it is never an option to go off 
of insulin therapy for T1.
19. Where can people get your 
book? 

“A Cure for Emma” can be

20. What advice can you give to 
other parents about managing 
and coping with a child’s T1 di-
agnosis?

Reach out for as much help and 
support as you can get. Involve 
family and friends and teachers 
to learn about type 1 diabetes. 
Advocate for your children ev-
ery opportunity you can – there 
is nothing to be ashamed of with 
this disease and educating the 
public about type 1 diabetes is 
important.
